2013 Audit: Matt Taubert was present on behalf of Meulbroeck and Taubert Inc.  MTI does the cities independent audit report of the general purpose financial statements for the year ending December 31, 2013.  Taubert  presented  a clean opinion on the 2013 Audit which is a good as you can get.   Taubert proceeded to explain the audit to the council and after answering a few questions the audit was presented to the council.  Motion by Petersen and seconded by Denney and pass unanimously to approve the 2013 Audit.  

City Administrator/Utility Report: Administrator Williams presented to the council the City of Tyler’s policy on the late fee that is attached to the utility bills.  Williams just wanted to confirm that the council approved the late fee and understood that the City was going to proceed with the policy that the city already had in process.

Administrator Williams also presented to the council the request for a shed for the Natural Gas Station.  Williams stated that the gas supervisor had requested a shed to enclose our natural gas substations there will be less maintenance on the system with the shed and save the equipment from the elements of winter if the equipment was in a shed.  Williams stated the estimate for materials and labor would be around the $10,000 range.  Motion by Denney seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to allow the city to get a shed built around the natural gas substations.
