The Monday August 4, 2014 meeting was called to order by Mayor Kurt Thomsen at 7:00 p.m.

Present: Mayor Kurt Thomsen, Council Members Harper, Denney, Petersen and Peterson. Others present included City Administrator Williams, City Attorney Petersen, Chief of Police John Spindler and City Clerk Powell. Guests present included  Robert Wolfington III, Karen Meyers, and Robert Holmes.

Approval of the Agenda and Minutes: Motion made by Denney, seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to approve the modified agenda. Motion made by Peterson, seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to approve the minutes of the July 21, 2014 City Council meeting.

City Council Comment:  None 

Correspondence: Administrator Williams reported that we had received a letter from Nathan Kinner pertaining to the proposed closure of the airport.

Public Express:  Karen Meyers was present to ask the council if they would amend the special use permit on persons that own land within the city limits of 5 acres or more so that she could put her horse in her pasture.  She told the council that the person that now owns Ballards property has sheep there and that would be within the special use permit.  The City Administrator will write a letter to the new owner of the land and ask them to remove their sheep.  

Police Chief Report:  The police report was given by Chief John Spindler.  There were 32 calls of service with nothing out of the ordinary.  The Aebelskiver dance that the firemen sponsored went well.

Bandshell Park Permit:    Wadye Kenneke, from The Rock has applied for the use of the bandshell November 28 to December 28, 2014.  Motion by Petersen and seconded by Denney to accept the application for The Rock to use the bandshell park motion passed unanimously.

Proposed Solid Waste Rate Increase:  Administrator Williams requested that the council increase the rates of our garbage by 8%.  With the possibilities of needed a new truck with an articulating arm in the future this could help us pay for it.  The rate of $12.10 is our rate for Tier 1 with the 8% increase it would be $13.09.  Motion made by Harper seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to raise the garbage rates by 8%.

Credit Card Request:  City Clerk Powell was approached by a company called GOVPAY for credit card transactions.  This credit card company would charge a 3% convenience fee to the customer.  The city would not have to pay anything for the use of the card readers or training.  Petersen suggested that we get three references from other companies that use this company.  Motion made by Denney seconded by Petersen with pending the reference checks we go ahead with this card company and passed unanimously.

Application for City Administrator:  Administrator Williams told the council that we have received 9 applications.  He asked the council if the whole council would like to go through the applications or just let the personnel committee and come back to the council.  The council would like the whole council to participate in the hiring of the new administrator.  The first meeting to go through the applications will be August 11, 2014 at 7:00 pm at the utility shop.
