The regular January 2013 council meeting was called to order by Mayor Kurt Thomsen at 7:00 p.m.

Present:  Mayor Kurt Thomsen, Council Members, Denney, Mundt, Harper and Peterson.  Others present included City Administrator Williams, City Attorney Petersen, Utility Superintendent Beck, Chief of Police John Spindler and Deputy Clerk Powell.  Guests present included Ivan Peterson, George Ruhman and Robert Wolfington III.

Council Oaths of Office.  City Administrator Williams swore in Mayor Kurt Thomsen, Ivan Petersen and Merv Peterson as council members  for the next two years for the City of Tyler.

Approval of the Agenda and Minutes:  Motion made by Harper, seconded by  M. Peterson and passed unanimously to approve the agenda.

Motion made by M. Peterson, seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to approve the minutes of the December 3,  2012 City Council meeting.

Correspondence:  City Administrator Williams presented a complaint from a citizen about the city not placing signs in the right of way announcing our snow policy and towing.  City Administrator Williams also presented a letter from the City of Florence informing us that they have hired a private hauler to handle their trash as of January 1, 2013.  City Administrator Williams also informed the council that the Tyler Healthcare Center was issued a grant to provide financial relief to the facilities.  THC is required to have a Memorandum of Understanding in place with a governmental office.  Motion made by Harper seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to approve the Memorandum of Understanding for the THC.

Public Express:  No one was present to speak on Public Express

Police Chief Report:  The police report was given by Chief John Spindler.  There were 30 calls in the month with nothing out of the ordinary.  Local and State law enforcement agencies have been working on some local area burglaries.  There has been some bullying issues at the high school and is getting taken care of.

Miller Legal- Consideration of TIF for Expansion:  Miller Legal has been in contract with City Administrator Williams and Legal Council Petersen.  After much discussion is was decided to table this until next meeting for the council to consider adding the TIF on to the present TIF or start a new TIF district.
Electric Substation Report:  Administrator Williams gave the electric substation report.  The substation is is need of some repair and updating.  It could go another 10 to 15 years if we keep it updated.  Motion by Denney second by M Peterson to go ahead and get on with the updates with the option of cashing in one of the utility CD’s to pay for it if necessary.

Proposed Sewer Rate increase:  City Administrator Williams presented a sewer rate increase over a period of 4 years.  The current sewer rate includes a monthly base charge of $4.00 with an additional $1.00 for every 1,000 gallons of use per month.  Motion by Harper seconded by I Petersen to raise the sewer rate over four years.  Base charge of $5.00 and per 1,000 charge $1.25 for the year 2013.  Base charge $6.00 and per 1,000 charge $1.50 for 2014. Base charge $7.00 and per 1,000 charge $1.75 for 2015 and base charge $8.00 and per 1,000 charge $2.00 for 2016 passed unanimously.

Utility Superintendent Report: Dean Beck gave the utility report.  The Utility Department has been working on cleaning out the old building and working on the new building putting in shelves and painting.  Things are going good. 

City Administrator Report:  City Administrator Williams presented the electric sign policy given by Greg Peter to the council motion to pass the sign police made by Harper and Seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously.  City Administrator Williams also asked for clarification on the Kennel Ordinance if the building on     street was considered downtown or if there is a possibility that the Kennel could go there.  City Council decided it is not part of downtown so kennel could be there.

City Attorney Report:  City Attorney Petersen is working on some agreements for the city.

Motion to accept the bills made by Peterson, seconded by Denney and passed unanimously.

MAPE contract negotiations was tabled as not all information is available.

Motion made by Petersen, seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously to adjourn the January 7, 2013 Council Meeting.
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
