The Monday  July 2 ,2012 meeting was called to order by interim Mayor Darrel Denney at 7:00pm

Present, Interim Mayor Denney, council members: Harper, Mundt, Petersen, city administrator Williams, City Attorney Peterson, Employees present, Beck and Powell, also present Bill Helget, Matt Taubert, Frank Hobart, Jeana Summers, Robert Wolfington III

Motion by Mundt seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to approve the agenda

Motion by Mundt seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to approve the minutes of the June 4, 2012 city council meeting

Public Express – Jess was present to discuss her dog training business she would like to bring to town.  The Animal Ordinance is Chapter 9 in the cities Code Book.  With the pet limits we have she would not be able to kennel dogs for her training as there is a limit of four.  She will be put on the agenda for the August meeting.

Present was an appeal for one of the public nuisance letters that was sent out in June.  All vehicles run- he does have farm equipment that is all usable.  Wood and building materials are all cut up and ready to burn.  After much discussion about the farm machinery and the useable space in the shed it was decided that City Administrator Williams would help get things in order and keep the council informed at the next meeting in August.  Motion by Harper seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously to deny the appeal to the public nuisance abatement for this property.

Water Project-Bill was present to request partial pay #8 to Duinnink’s for $5,533.75 and partial pay to Cadwell tank for $48,700.00.  Motion made by Peterson seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously.  The next steps in the project are for the electrician to come and work on the inside of the tower.

Jeanna Summers was present to update us on the siron grant.  The new siron will have two controllers.  All signs are DC digital.  Jeanna received three quotes West shore $28,614.18 and Danko $31,421.00 and Federal signal and Redi quotes at $27,123.88.  Motion was made by Harper seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously to accept the low bid of Federal Signal and Redi quote. Jeanna will move forward with the siron project.

Audit 2011- Matt Taubert was present to update on the audit.  We were given a clean audit, the highest opinion that can be given.  The storm was tough on us so more time was required for the audit.  The Federal OMB had no instances to report on us.  Motion to accept the audit made by Harper seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Mundt seconded by Harper and passed unanimously to rezone 145 & 147 East Highway  14 from C1 to B1.
The Truss Plant lease is covered by FEMA reimbursement
The bandshell may need some paint City administrator will check into this and see if when they are working on the water tower maybe they would be interested in painting that at the same time.
Variance request at 111 East Oak for a split rail fence motion by Denney seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously.
The sidewalk on school street is not a continual sidewalk, the first parcel has no sidewalk then the next 3 parcels has incomplete sidewalks.  Residents need permission to take out sidewalks.   Motion by Harper seconded by Mundt passed unanimously to allow Beck to remove his sidewalk.  Council will need to make a decision on what the city of Tyler would like to do with the sidewalks.

Motion by Petersen seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously to add Powell and Williams to have access to the Safety Deposit box for the City of Tyler

Utility supervisor report- Beck reported that Zeug has been working on mapping and phasing electrical systems.  The utility buys are working on moving to the new building.  The new building needs new locks.  The new part time person Josh Keifer will start July 2, 2012.

City Administrator report – Williams discussed the county containers by the utility shed.  There will be no percentage discounts on containers that aren’t all the way full.
The welcome signs are covered by insurance.
The pool has 25-50 kids per day.  The pool will not be open on the Saturday or Sunday of Aebelskivers.
Police officer Bloch is done with his six month probation period.

City Attorney report- The Lincoln County HRA will take the $10,000 settlement  $2,000 per year for the next five years.  The Lincoln County HRA is still in the PILOT program.
The golf course would like a two year lease instead of a one year lease.
City Attorney will redo Ordinance C1 to B1.  

Motion by Mundt seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously to approve the bills
