Minutes (Approved)

The Monday October 1, 2012 meeting was called to order by Mayor Thomsen at 7:00 p.m.

Present:  Mayor Thomsen, Council Members Denney, Harper, Mundt Peterson.  Other present included City Administrator Williams, City Attorney Petersen, Utility Superintendent Beck, Chief of Police John Spindler, and Deputy Clerk Powell.  Guests present included Bill Helget, Jessica Thouson, Robert Wolfington III, Jeff Enger, and Rick Jepsen

Approval of the Agenda and Minutes:  Motion by Mundt seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously to approve the agenda
Motion by Denney seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously to approve the minutes of the September 10, 2012 City Council meeting.

Correspondence:  Letter from the Minnesota Department of Health regarding Tyler’s drinking water, the results revealed the 90th percentile levels.  Also was a letter from Southwest Regional Development Commission with the SRDC’s Annual report for the Fiscal Year 2012.

Public Express: No one present

Police Chief Report:  The police report was given by Chief John Spindler.  There were 38 calls in the month nothing out of the ordinary. The local law enforcement is working on some theft details.

Water Project:  Bill Helget was present to give the water system updates.  The request of the final Pay Estimate #9 to Dunnink’s in the amount of $184,209.54 Motion by Mundt seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously.  The warranty runs out October 1, 2014.  There was a $5,000.00 bond with the MN DOT and if everything is alright with the right of way we will get that money back.
Water Tower:  The water has been tested and passed all test.  Controls are not here yet that came with a formal change order last month they should be here in 9 to 12 weeks.  The old tower controls are working for right now.  The old tower is completely off.
Water Meters: there are about 575 meters installed.  The request for final pay estimate #4 in the amount of $8,725.87 motion made by Denney seconded by Mundt.

Stony Point Lease update:  Two park patrons were there to share some thoughts.  They love staying out at Stony Point and they hope that the city keeps the park.  They are willing to help in any way.  They did say the bathroom could use some updating.  The docks also need some work, City administrator did say that there is a new dock coming since one was damaged in the July 2010 storm.  There will be no reservations made until February 1, 2013 by the city.  If the leasee, has signed all the papers and will be taking over before February 1, 2013.    The docks will stay public even if the park is leased out.   Motion was made to pursue the lease of Stony Point at an annual payment of $9,000.00 plus insurance and taxes, made by Petersen seconded by Denney and passed unanimously.  The city will get a letter of intent to the leasee and continue on with negotiations. There is still a lot of work to be done before this is final.

Proposed changes to Chapter 9 of the Municipal Code:  Motion was made by Denney seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously to change the code of not having farm animals within the city limits except for the fairgrounds.

Distemper requirements for licensing:  motion by Mundt seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to change the language of Ordinance 9.10.2 to read “A certification from a licensed veterinarian that the animal should be exempt from a vaccination for health reasons may be accepted in lieu of required vaccination(s).”  and Ordinance 9.10.4 .1 “ All dogs and cats kept, harbored, maintained, or transported within the city shall be vaccinated at least once every three years, unless exempted from vaccination per 9.10.2, by a licensed veterinarian for Rabies- with a live modified vaccine and distemper.”

Kennel Requirements: after much discussion is was decided that Legal council will prepare a draft ordinance where a kennel will be permitted in the City of Tyler and if it will be a yearly renewal or how many years and bring it to next month’s meeting for final discussion.  Motion was made by Harper seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously.

Gas Supervisor recommendations: Personnel subcommittee gave three recommendations for the gas supervisor and after some discussion it was decided on Option 1.  Motion was made by Mundt and seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to accept option 1 for the Gas supervisor recommendation.

Discussion of the Personnel policy for the city of Tyler City Administrator will come back next month with an application for the use by city personnel to use city equipment for personnel reasons.   Motion was made by Mundt seconded by Peterson opposed by Denney to not rent out city equipment to the public.

Reinstatement of Local board Powers motion was made to accept the resolution by Harper seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously.

Utility superintendent Dean Beck gave his utility report and is getting stuff ready for the winter.  His summer help is done.

City Administrator report:  Bruce Williams informed the council that the city received a letter from MN DOT requesting that the City of Tyler update it Airport Capital Improvement Program.  The City currently has a ¾ ton pickup truck with a front-mounted snow blower on the CIP for MN Dot fiscal year 2014.

Motion was made by Petersen seconded by Denney and pass unanimously to approve the bills for October 2012.

Motion made by Thomsen seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously to adjourn the October 1, 2012 City Council Meeting.
