The regular March 2014 council meeting was called to order by Mayor Thomsen at 7:00 p.m.

Present:  Mayor Thomsen, Council Members Petersen, Denney, Harper and Peterson.  Others present included City Administrator Williams, City Attorney Petersen, Police Chief Spindler and City Clerk Powell.  Guests present  Robert Wolfington III.

Approval of the Agenda and Minutes:  Motion made by Peterson, seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to approve the agenda.

Motion made by Peterson, seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to approve the minutes of the February 3, 2014 City Council meeting.

City Council Comment: No Comments

Correspondence:  No correspondence

Public Express:  Darwin and Carolyn Lutterman were present to represent the Tyler Area Food Shelf.  They stated that they have not received a bill until this month and wondered why.  Administrator Williams explained that the bill that they received is for January and the billing was the Cities mistake.    Legal Council Petersen stated that the city can expend funds to the food shelf under state law.  Administrator Williams requested that he have until July to get together the information about the other entities that the city helps and bring it before the council so the council can make decisions.  The Food Shelf would like a lease agreement for five years for their protection.  In the lease agreement it will set an annual amount from the city that would be used for the Food shelf utilities if that is the councils decision,  also the lease will state that the food shelf is responsible for the liability insurance, the snow removal and general upkeep of the building.  Legal Council Petersen will draft a lease and bring it to the next council meeting.

PFA Loan Close Out: Administrator Williams requested the council pass Resolution 14-03 accepting the water improvements project as complete to the PFA. There are not any outstanding issues or bills other than warranty related work.   Motion made by Denney, Seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously.

Police Chief Report:  The police report was given by Chief of Police Spindler.  There were a few citations in the month with nothing out of the ordinary.  Traffic citations were down this month. The new squad should be here the first week in April.  Administrator Williams ask the council to declare the police car surplus.  Motion made by Harper seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to declare the old police car surplus.

Resolution Changing Tyler Polling Location: Administrator Williams requested that the council pass Resolution 14-02 to change the polling location for the City of Tyler from the Tyler School to A.C. Hansen Post 185 in Tyler, Minnesota.  Motion was made by Harper seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously.

City Administrator Report:  City Administrator Williams brought before the council the proposal for the Fire Department to purchase a Rescue truck.  The funds will come from a separate Fire Department fund.  This is one of the three vehicle that goes to every fire.  Motion made by Peterson seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to use the funds in the Fire Department Funds for the purchase of a 2006 Rescue equipment vehicle.

City administrator Williams brought up the subject of the cold winter and water service lines.  There have been four lines in the city that have frozen water service lines.  Three of the four had bare ground and three of the four had not run their water for at least twelve hours or longer.  The City did get them fixed.  The city has not told anyone they could run water at their home or business without being charged for the water usage.

City Administrator Williams brought up the City’s utility billing item.  There was an error on the identified property’s bill.  Administrator Williams believe that they have identified the issue and have made the required corrections.  

It was recommended that instead of a separate invoice for additional garbage it should be included on the utility bill which will be implemented soon.

Mayors Report:  Mayor Thomsen had nothing to report.

City Attorney Report:  City Attorney Petersen had nothing to report.

Approval of the Bills: Motion to accept the bills was made by Denney, seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously.
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Motion made by Denney, seconded by Harper and passed unanimously to go into closed session.
