Approved Minutes

The meeting of the Tyler City Council was called to order at 7:00pm. 
Present: Mayor Thomsen, Council Members: Harper, Mundt, Peterson, Denney Employees: Spindler, Haroldson, Williams and Powell Guests: Bill Helget, Tim OLeary,  Kristin Berger, Robert Woflington III and Frank Hobart
One addition to the agenda:  Golf Course Raffle Permit insert at Number 5B on agenda.
Motion to accept the agenda made by Mundt, seconded by Denney and passed unanimously.
Motion to approve the minutes of the February 6, 2012 meeting made by Peterson, seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously.
Public Express- Tim OLeary would like to start the discussion on a tax abatement for Lyon Lincoln Electric.  They now have a little over 5000 feet and when the addition is done there will be a little over 10,000 feet.  We would not see the full tax bill until 2014.  This was tabled until the May meeting.
Police report-Chief Spindler gave a report and things have been going good with the new officer.  There was some suspicious activity with a white van this last month but everything is ok .  There have been quite a few dog complaints this month.  
Joint Powers BCA agreement- Is the  same as we have done before only we are on our own and not with Lincoln County.  There is no cost to the agreement.  Motion to accept BCA agreement made by Harper, seconded by Denney and passed unanimously.
The Golf Course would like to have a raffle permit by April 20, 2012.  It is for an annual event.  Motion to accept raffle permit for the golf course made by Peterson,  seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously
DSI proposal – DSI would like to ament the agreement with the City.  DSI would like to have the administration fee paid at a monthly rate except for 10% which would be paid at the end in case there was anything wrong with the project.  Motion to accept DSI proposed amendment made by Harper, seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously.
Bill Helget from Bolten and Menk gave a report on the final pay estimate for the hospital parking lot, Kremin Construction has finally signed off on the final pay estimate for a total of $3,813.46.  They need to get us the ICR 134 Forms before the final payment will be made.  They also have a 2 year maintenance agreement.  Motion to pay the final pay estimate to Kremin Concrete upon the contingency that the ICR 134 forms are done made by Peterson seconded by Denney and passes unanimously.  Helget also said Caldwell will start on the water tower on Wednesday March 8, 2012 depending on weather.  There was a water meter meeting on February 23, 2012 and Thomas Plumbing will be working on meters.  There will be computer training on March 13 and 14, 2012 for office staff.  There was discussion on Dunnink’s  liquidated damages.  Bruce will set up a meeting with them and two council members and City Attorney Peterson and they will come back to the council with some suggestions.
The property at 306 E McArthur-  He has a pile of fence post that need to be removed and he says that they were to be used for a snow fence but he didn’t need it this year.  He uses his farm equipment to take care of the land across from him.  The building material is for his shed roof and his house since the storm.  Resident says he will have  it cleaned up by July 1, 2012.    Bruce will meet monthly with resident on progress and come back to the council with progress reports.
Elevated water tower colors – there were a couple of choices red with white which the TACC would like and blue with dark blue letters.  It was decided to not go with red as in two years it will probably be orange and another year it will be pink.  It was decided that Bruce will get two examples one of blue on top and dark blue on the bottom and one with dark blue on the bottom and white on the top with red letters.  Bruce will get suggestions from the Council members on which of those two they like the best .
Insurance – there are two insurance checks for over $5,000 the policy is for the council to authorize the signing of checks over $5,000.  Motion by Harper, seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to release the checks.
Administrator’s Comments - There is an estimate that Dean got for the grinding out of the rest of the stumps from the storm of $1,445.00.  Motion by Peterson, seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to go ahead and remove the stumps.
Proposed building replacement a new building will be well over $300,000.00 for replacement and undetermined what the engineers cost will be.
The water rate for low income base charge will go to the subcommittee and they will update the council
There was a utility late fee of $30.00 that the council approved on March 8, 2010 which has not been enforced yet.  It will now be enforced.
The property tax board of appeal and equalization is scheduled for April 16, 2012
Motion to approve the bills made by Denney seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously
Motion to move to closed session for personnel review of city administrator made by Harper seconded by Thomsen and passed unanimously.
The Council review of the City Administrator, Bruce Williams was very positive and his probation period is therefore terminated.  The Personnel subcommittee will meet with Bruce to negotiate a higher salary and bring a recommendation back to the full council in April
Motion to adjourn the meeting made by Denney seconded by Mundt passed unanimously.
