Meeting called to order at 7:03pm.  Motion was made to approve the agenda by Mundt seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously.
Motion to approve the minutes of the January 9, 2012 meeting was made by Peterson seconded by Denney and passed unanimously.
Public Express, Lutterman expressed some concerns on back yard 301 McArthur St and thought it needed to be cleaned up.  He also wondered about the parking lot by the hospital , only half is done and if Dunnink is here this summer to finish the streets maybe they could finish this too.  Dean will get some pricing from Dunnink.  The City administrator will address the property on McArthur St.
Police report from Spindler there were 30 calls and some dog complaints.  Tyler Healthcare gave the police department passes to the exercise room and they are using them and loving it.  Thanks!!
7:20 pm opened the public meeting for the Schuneman tax abatement.  Motion to open the hearing was made by Harper seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously.  
Motion to approve Resolution 12-2 authorizing a tax abatement on property within Tyler for Andrew and Benjamin Swenson was made by Peterson  seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously.
A  resolution to Authorize TRED loan application for Schunemans,  there was some discussion on the signing authority for the loan application. A motion to approve the resolution was  made by Harper seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously.  
Discussion of low-income multi family water base charge was given to the finance committee and they will advise the council.
Superintendent report by Dean Beck.  Repaired park benches and doing a lot of maintenance work as the weather is nice.  Water meters should be here around February 13, 2012.  State code says the pool needs to be handicapped accessible there are a couple of options lift chair, steps or a ramp.  
City Administrator report given by Bruce Williams- Cadwell tank will be sending back designs for the water tank and should be here by the March meeting.  There are 22 stumps and 4 trees to be removed and  we will get a proposal on how much it will cost to remove and dispose of them.  Discussion was held on whether there should be a permit to plant a tree in the boulevard.
Proposed replacement of the utility building included options in the council packet.  It was decided to not make a decision until FEMA money and insurance money arrives.
Lake Benton Lake Improvement district will be receiving $1,500.00 (per city council) to be used for the year 2012 for using treatments on the weeds .
Proposed AFLAC benefit at no cost to the City- will see if Southwest Insurance here in Tyler handles this.
Mayor Thomsen reported  that Norwegian Park is looking for a contribution for the County Park playground equipment but no decision was made.
City Attorney reported that   Lincoln County  is replacing the County shop and is looking at locations.
Motion to approve bills was made by Denney,  seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously.
Motion to adjourn was made by Mundt,  seconded by Thomsen and passed unanimously.
