Tyler City Council Meeting
April 16, 2012
Minutes (Approved)

The meeting of the Local Board of appeal and Equalization was called to order by interim Mayor Darrell Denney at 7:00 pm.
Present Interim Mayor Darrel Denney Council Members Peterson, Harper, Mundt Employees Williams, Beck and Powell,  Legal Council Glen Petersen and Bill Helget and Bruce Nielsen.
Bruce Nielsen informed the council on what is going on with the taxes for the City of Tyler.  The tax capacity in Tyler went down 2%.  There was discussion on taxes in the City of Tyler the increases on some properties owned by the city and why.
Motion by Mundt seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously to adjourn the Local Board of Appeal & Equalization.
The regular Tyler city Council meeting was called to order at 7:30pm by Interim Mayor  Darrel Denney.  
Present Interim Mayor Darrel Denney council Members Peterson, Mundt Employees Williams, Beck and Powell Legal Council Glen Petersen and Bill Helget.
Motion to approve the minutes of the April 2, 2012 minutes by Peterson seconded by Denney passed unanimously .
Request for a variance at 302 Cedar street was addressed it is in compliance with the setbacks and the City sent letters to the adjacent owners.  Motion by Mundt to allow the building permit variance seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously.
Bill Helget was at the meeting to provide update on change order #2 to the meter project.  There is the issue with the meter valve.  Bill has discussed this with the Plumbing Code Division and they are enforcing that the City include the meter and meter valve as a package deal.  The City owns the meter, curb stop and main but not the meter valve. After much discussion as to possible options, a motion was made by Denney seconded by Peterson to put the meter  valves in when replacing the meter  and replace only the building valves that are not operational passed unanimously.
Update on Tower painting by Bill Helget,  Flags are initially $4,500 - $6,000 to paint on the tower and will cost the same amount every five years when re-painted.   If just the flags are repainted without the tower being painted that price will double.  
Municipal Code Change of Chapter 10.54 burn permits  has been changed to include the city to authorize temporary burn sites.  The temporary burn site must comply with state law and have a County burn Permit.   Motion by Peterson seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously.
Motion by Mundt to use Tidy Up Tyler days to Tidy up Tyler as the city would not charge its residents for large item pickup for 2012 as incentive for residents to get their properties cleaned up seconded by Denney and passed unanimously.
There is an annual Bingo and Raffle that happens with the St Dionysius and Firemen Relief and it is requested that Bruce go ahead and sign without council approval for the annual ones.   But if there are any new permits that are being requested they have to come before the council.   Motion made by Peterson seconded by Mundt and passed unanimously.
Motion by Mundt for the Finance Subcommittee to discuss the loan offer that LMC has for building or purchasing buildings, seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously.
Motion by Mundt to adjourn seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously.
