Minutes (Pending)

The Tyler City Council Meeting was called to Order at 7:05 pm.

Present: Mayor Thomsen,  Council Members Denney, Peterson, Mundt and Harper.  Employees present: Spindler, Beck, Powell and Williams, City Attorney Petersen, also present, Bill Helget, Tim O’Leary, Robert Wolfington, Karen Meyer, Kerbie Slegers, Shawn Thomas, Mike Lovre, Larry Wyttenback, Dale Vanerostyne, Lonnie Willert and John Schreurs.

Motion to approve the agenda made by Mundt seconded by Denney

Motion to approve the minutes of the April 16, 2012 minutes made by Peterson seconded by Mundt.

Public express:  Karen Meyer asked to be on the agenda for the next  city council meeting to discuss getting  permit for  horses.  She will be put on the agenda for the June meeting.  Larry Wyttenback also commented that the city council minutes were not show up on the City website.  Staff will look into this and get it fixed.

Spindler gave the police report.  There were 37 calls and 3 tickets issued.  He also stressed that for the ATV ordinance he would like the full support of the council.  After some discussion on ATV’s the council will look into an ordinance for ATV’s in the City of Tyler.  The City Attorney will get the Ordinance in order for the next council meeting in June.  Chief Spindler said that as of right now the ATV regulations will stay the same as they are until the ordinance is in effect.

Bill Helget gave the water system improvement update.  Duininck is done paving, a lot of yards need to have some fixing done to them such as curb boxes and seeding.  Duininck will bring in some gravel.  There is no pay estimate at this time as it will take some time for clean up.

Water meter project, Partial pay estimate for water meters pays for all material on hand $101,306.53 Motion made by Mundt and seconded by Denney.  Change Order 2 to change some language to include meter valve made by Denney seconded by Peterson.

Partial Pay estimate #5 to Coldwell tanks for $167,923.90 Motion by Mundt seconded by Denney so that would make the tank 80% complete.  There are three items left: tank sterilization, painting and electrical.  Painting should be started the first week of June.  The last item will be the demo of the old tank.  Colors for the water tower painting are better than they used to be they should last 15 to 20 years.  Denney says he is just the messenger but some of the ladies he has talked to in town like the idea of the red, white and blue for the American flag, Blue and white for the school colors and the white with the red letters for the Danish.  Council voted Denney E1, Peterson C1, Mundt E1, Harper E1 and Thomsen C1 Motion for E1 by Mundt seconded by Denney.  Peterson voted against E1 citing concern about being able to read the font from a distance.  The graphics of the tower needs  to go either  east and west or north and south.  They are east and west on the present tower.  Motion by Mundt seconded by Denney to have the graphics go east and west.

Tim O Leary from Lyon Lincoln Electric was present to request a tax abatement for Lyon Lincoln Electric’s new addition.  The council has the list of criteria to request a tax abatement and Lyon Lincoln only meet one of the criteria.  In 2014 they will see the increase in their taxes.  After much discussion Lyon Lincoln Electric will get tax assessment and go to the assessor and see if they can lower the assessed value.   When the assessment comes  in Lyon Lincoln can come to the City Council and the council will consider the tax abatement from the beginning again.  Tim said that they are a coopeative and they need to ask for the tax abatement or they wouldn’t be looking out for their owners.

The community sign that will put up at the bandshell park still needs some donations to get to their $25,000 to order the sign.  The proceeds from the Lion’s play will go to the sign.  Motion by Mundt seconded by Denney to use up to $4,000.00 of the Round Up money to go towards the installation of the sign such as brickwork and decorativeness of the sign.

Motion by Mundt seconded by Denney to pass the new Ordinance 102 for the demolition of properties in the city of Tyler.  Motion by Denney seconded by Peterson to approve the summary of Ordinance 102 to go in the official newspaper.

Motion by Harper seconded by Peterson to approve the lease with MVTV we are opting for the payment of $1.00 per lineal feet of the tower which the tower is 145 feet.  Legal council has reviewed the lease and feels it is fine.

Dean Beck gave the utility report.  All parks are opened.  They have a good start on getting the pool going.  Stony Point has 10 new gravel pads this year.  We have one new gas service and one new electric service.

City Administrator gave an update.  City has the opportunity to pursue a grant for a mower for the airport  but we would need to commit by May 11, 2012.  The Golf course uses the mower also.  The City Administrator addressed several concerns reagarding the Golf Course use of the mower.  After much discussion the decision to obtain a mower with Mn DOT funds was arrived at.   Motion by Mundt seconded by Peterson  to use the MN Dot grant to purchase a lawn mower for State FY 2013.  

Motion by Mundt seconded by Denney to raise the pools rates for the 2012 Summer.

Motion by Harper seconded by Peterson to modify Resolution 12-2

City Administrator gave a sidewalk update and is asking residents who have a bad sidewalk to come in and get a permit to do their sidewalk.  Tyler has a lot of bad sidewalks.  City Administrator will work on the sidewalk plan and will come back to the council with his plan.

Some discussion on the Schuneman project.  Do they still qualify for the REED-TRED option??

Motion by Denney seconded by Mundt to open a special closed meeting.  Discuss possible terms to purchase   the Tyler Wholesale Building.   Motion by Thomsen seconded by Denney to make an offer on the Tyler Wholesale Building.
