The City Council Meeting was called to order on June 4, 2012 Present was Mayor  Thomsen; Council members;  Denney, Peterson, Mundt, Harper, City Administrator Williams, City Legal Council Petersen, Police Chief Spindler and Utility Superintendent Beck , guests present  Paul Stoneberg and Karen Meyer
Motion to approve the Agenda (with the deletion of the auditors being at the meeting) made by Mundt seconded by Peterson.
Motion to approve the minutes of the May 7, 2012 council meeting was made by Mundt seconded by Peterson.
No Public express
Police Chief John Spindler gave his monthly report.  Lincoln County has been dealing with a rash of burglaries all departments are working together to get this taken care of.  The Police Department gave out one citation of animal at large this month.
Request for horses on East Oak St Property- Paul  Stoneberg attorney for Karen Meyer was present to request a special use permit to allow for two horses (pasture) on her property (Outlet L).  Outlet L is a large vacant lot, directly behind her home on East Oak Street, with a barn that has two stalls which has been used for horses before.  The decision had been made by the previous council that there would be no farm animals in town.  Karen has made this request in the past and previously, the Council did change the zoning of Outlot L from R1 to A1 but did not grant a special use permit for pasture.  Karen is before the Council asking for two animals, she owns one but would like to be able to have two if she so desires.  If there would ever be a special use permit issued all the neighbors would have to be notified.   Mayor Thomsen indicated his wish to see Karen obtain consent of her neighbors prior to the Council considering a special use permit for pasture.  City Administrator Williams pointed out that currently the  City code does not allow council the ability to issue a special use permit for pasture and that the code prohibiting the council from doing this would need to be repealed prior to the consideration of this request. Councilman Harper made the comment that “this isn’t Edina” and thought some animals could be considered on a case-by-case basis and made the motion to allow legal counsel to draft the necessary amendment to repeal the sections of the special use ordinance that prohibits pasture so the council if it ever so desired, could issue a special use permit for pasture.  There wasn’t a second to this motion and it failed.  The Mayor told Karen that she could come back to the council as many times as she would like.
Auditors report for fiscal year 2011; the auditors did not feel that they were prepared for this meeting and cited the challenges that the 2011 audit presented with the water project and the July 2011 storm working with insurance and FEMA.  The Council expressed frustration with this delay and fetl that this same situation occurred last year with the audit.  The Council asked when the current contract for audit services expired.  Administrator Williams suggested that the Council consider a future contract with some performance standards included.  The City Administrator will advise the Council when the auditor is ready and will schedule a special meeting once he hears they’re ready.
The City Attorney presented the requested modified ATV ordinance and went through the proposed ordinance for the Council.  Motion by Mundt seconded by Denney to approve the proposed ATV ordinance.  Motion by Harper and seconded by Denney to publish a summary in lieu of the entire ordinance.  The city will issue ATV permits in accordance with the ATV ordinance 104 starting Wednesday June 13, 2012.
Bill Helget was at the meeting to request a partial pay estimate for the water project   Motion by Mundt seconded by Denney to pay Partial Pay Estimate #7 on the water project.  Helget also reported that the seeding etc will be checked before the final completion date of July 20, 2012.  Motion by Petersen seconded by Mundt to pay the Partial pay #3 for the water meter project.  Final completion date is October 5, 2012
City Administrator Williams presented new proposed rates for solid waste collection and disposal.  Rates have not increased for a couple years and the City’s expenses relating to the collection and disposal of solid waste have increased.  Motion by Harper and seconded byMundt to increase the solid waste rates as proposed.
The City has purchased the Tyler Wholesale building at a cost of  $225,000.00.  City staff will do the closing June 8, 2012.  Motion by Harper seconded Denney for the City Administrator and the mayor to sign all documents relating to the purchase agreement.
Utility superintendent report was given by Beck.  Numerous sidewalks in Tyler need replacing.  The City should  declare which ones need replacing and fixing.  Residents needs cities consent to remove their sidewalk.  Beck would like the sidewalk  by his house removed.  After some discussion the Council  requested that the  City Administrator will work on a prposed sidewalk plan and report back to the Council in July.    Pool will open June 9, 2012. 
 Beck put in a request for summer help.  Part time mostly on trash collection days.  Thomsen made the motion to let Utility Superintendent and the City Administrator work within their budget to hire summer help.  The motion was seconded by Harper..  
There has been several recent incidents of discarded items plugging up the lift station pump impellers.  Residents should watch what they are flushing as it is hard on the cities equipment.
City administrator presented proposed increases to the Summer Recreation Program that runs for four weeks in July.  The new rates are $25 for one registration and $50 for a family pass.  Motion to approve the new rate made by Denney and seconded by Peterson.
The City Administrator presented a schedule for Board of Appeal & Equalization training.  It is required that at least one member of Council is trained and Councilman Mundt’s certification expires in 2013.  The Administrator recommended Denney and Harper attend as their term has at least two years left.
City Administrator in formed Council of numerous recent complaints about the bricks coming up around the trees downtown.  The City Administrator and Utility Superintendent  will discuss options. 
City Attorney advised that the Department of health and Disability would be extending the pool disability requirements (requiring a lift for each pool) until January 31, 2013.
City Attorney advised that in 1985 Lincoln County HRA and the City of Tyler had an agreement dealing with litigations of the low income duplexes by the hospital. While the City has completed the required annual $2,000 payments as outlined in the agreement, the City has not been turning over the payment in lieu of taxes (PILOT) payment received on behalf of these subject units (which was required up until 2027).  HRA is proposed that the HRA and City settle this issue by having the City pay the HRA the sum of  $10,000. The HRA is proposing that this payment would settle/satisfy the entire agreement.  The City Attorney suggested that the HRA may be open to paying the $10,000 over several years.  The council wanted to ensure that this proposed payment would completely settle this matter and the City Attorney told the Council he would get clarification.  Motion by Mundt and seconded by Harper to proceed with a proposed agreement to pay the HRA $10,000 at $2,000 a year over five years beginning in 2013. 
Motion to approve the bills for June made by Denney seconded by Mundt.
Meeting adjourned.
