Minutes (Approved)

The Monday August 5, 2013 meeting was called to order by Mayor Kurt Thomsen at 7:03 p.m.

Present: Mayor Kurt Thomsen, Council Members Harper, Denney, Petersen and Peterson. Others present included City Administrator Williams, City Attorney Petersen, Police Chief John Spindler and Deputy City Clerk Powell. Guests present included Judy Brusven, Scott Miller and Robert Wolfington III.

Approval of the Agenda and Minutes:  Motion by Peterson, seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to approve the agenda. Motion made by Peterson, seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to approve the minutes of the July 1, 2013 City Council meeting.

Correspondence:  Administrator Williams received a grant agreement for the continuation of Mn DOT assistance with airport operation expenses.  The grant amount and conditions are unchanged.  Motion made by Peterson and seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to approve the two year maintenance contract for the airport.   Administrator Williams presented an outgoing letter signed by the Mayor objecting to an action taken by the EPA in Wyoming.  This letter was requested by Heartland Power cooperative.  If the EPA moves forward with imposing federal standards in Wyoming it would cost the owners of the Laramie River station 600 million dollars which would be reflected in future Heartland electric rates which would be passed on to our customers. Administrator Williams also presented an invitation to an open house from Lincoln Pipestone Rural Water for August 21, 2013 to showcase their BIOTTA Pilot study to all of the council members. The last thing Administrator Williams presented was a letter from Tyler healthcare Center on their “wine and Beer Fest” on September 21, 2013 with proceeds going to emergency room equipment.  

Public Express:  No one present 

Police Chief Report:  The police report was given by Chief John Spindler.  There were 46 calls for service in July.  There was a call to stony Point about some fireworks the new owners have taken care of this for next year working with the police force.  The Police do go out and patrol Stony Point regularly.  Abbelskiver weekend was successful there was only a couple citations given out.

Zoning Change Request:  The hearing for Pluto Legal  requesting a zoning change for the property at 312 South Tyler Street from R1 (residential) to B1 (business). All of the proper notifications were sent and the notification in the paper was posted and no one has objected.  Judy Brusven was present to ask what would be happening with snow removal as the streets need to be kept clean.  City Administrator Williams informed that the ordinance for snow removal of the streets would be followed this year.  Motion by Harper, seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to allow Pluto Legal to be zoned B1.

Final Pay Estimate for Elevated Water Tank:  Motion was made by Petersen and seconded by Peterson to make the final pay estimate for the elevated water tank in the amount of $27,505.72 since the new recirculation pump has been installed and has been working for a number of weeks and passed unanimously.

Variance Request: There is a variance request for 205 East Oak St.  the owner would like to construct a new shed.  The proposed new shed would be four feet from the property line as opposed to five feet as required by code.  The applicable owners were notified of this hearing and all notifications were sent to the surrounding property owners and there were no objections.  Motion by Petersen seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously to allow the variance

TIF Consideration:  Scott Miller was present to request a new TIF district for the expansion project that he has proposed for his building.  It would be necessary to have Miller have a separate district for this expansion and it would require the have the expansion  be issued a different parcel for the separate TIF district.  Motion was made by Harper and seconded by Denney to allow for the new TIF district to be set up. 

Utility Superintendent Report: Dean Beck was not present to give a report

City Administrator Report:  Administrator Williams would like to schedule the next council meeting on September 9, 2013 as the first Monday of the month is a Holiday.  Administrator Williams also updated the council on the County Rural collection site service, Robert Olsen has requested that he receive a third container at the new site and he consider discounting this container as well.  He’s concerned about overages and hopes that the third container reduces the overage amount.  Waste Management has indicated they would provide two day per week service to the new rural site north of town they would charge $960 for 18 yards of containers serviced twice per week.  The council decided to give the new Lincoln County site 18 yards for $963 and see how he does with overages etc.  Administrator Williams has obtained a bid to replace the windows at the City Hall Office.  The front windows leak air and the seals have all been broken around the frames.  Administrator Williams also updated the council on the work to be done on the substation.  It is scheduled for September 15, 2013 with a back up date of September 22, 2013.  Notices will be put up so people are aware.  Administrator Williams also informed the Council that the Golf Course would like to purchase a hand crank siren that they would put on the side of their building for the purpose of lightning strikes where the city siren does not need to be used.  Administrator Williams also stated that there will be some trees getting cut down and they are in the way of our power lines.  The City could purchase some smaller ones to replace the few that are getting cut down.  There has been one person that is purchasing one of the new street lamps and Administrator Williams would like to purchase 3 street lamps.

City Attorney Report:  City Attorney Petersen had nothing to report

Bill Approval: Motion to accept the bills was made by Denney, seconded by Harper and passed unanimously.
