Mayor Petersen called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Approve Agenda:  Motion  by Petersen seconded by Raschke and passed unanimously to approve the agenda.

State Bids on Tractor:  The 2016 budget for the tractor was set at $80,000.  Utility person Beck stated that the tractor that is being used now by the City has had a few minor repairs, radiator, oil tank with a hole in it, the 4 wheel drive needed some work so nothing major is broken.  Councilman Petersen asked if anything needed to be fixed now in which Beck replied “No”.  Administrator Wolfington stated the state bids that he received were from RDO in Marshall tractor with a backhoe for $79,959 with a trade in of our present tractor at $18,000; a smaller tractor at $74,754 with a trade in of our present tractor of $16,000 with another option of $78,258 with a trade in of our present tractor at $16,000.  State bid from Titan Machinery in Marshall tractor with a backhoe $69,208 with a trade in of our present tractor at $18,000 and a tractor without a backhoe at $62,845 with a trade in of our present tractor at $18,000.
After much discussion of the uses and who would be using the tractor motion was made by Petersen and seconded by Raschke and passed unanimously to accept the bid from Titan Machinery for a Case tractor with a backhoe at $69,208 with a trade in of our present tractor of $18,000.

EIB/Personnel Policy:  The Personnel Committee has been visiting about the personnel policy.  Motion was made by Harper seconded by Sanderson and passed unanimously to table the PTO/EIB discussion .

Facsimile Signature Resolution:  Administrator Wolfington presented a Resolution  authorizing the use of facsimile signatures.  The resolution would allow a facsimile signature for Merv Petersen Mayor, Robert Wolfington City Administrator and Barb Powell City Clerk.  Motion was made by Petersen seconded by Harper and passed unanimously to not approve the resolution authorizing the use of facsimile signatures on checks for the City of Tyler.

Local Government Aid Resolution:  Administrator Wolfington Presented  a resolution of support for Local Governement  Aid in the 2016 Legislative Session.  Motion by Harper seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously to approve the resolution in support of Governement Aid in the 2016 Legislative Session.

Motion to Adjourn made by Petersen seconded by Sanderson and passed unanimously.
